Amoy Mission (1840-1951)
On February 24, 1842, RCA missionary, the Reverend David P. Abeel, arrived at Kulangsu, Amoy China, began a mission work that lasted over one hundred years, spread over Fukien, Taiwan province and South East Asia, brought Gospel to hundreds of thousands of people. This was called the Amoy Mission.

In 1850, another RCA missionary, Rev. John Van Nest Talmage, opened up another place of worship at a densely populated neighborhood known as Tek-Chhiu-Kha (竹樹骹禮拜堂 which means "at the foot of bamboos"). It was later called the Second Reformed Church of Amoy. The Talmage family, who spent some forty years in Amoy, made great contributions to churches in Amoy dialect speaking region, including Taiwan. 
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
